   Mr. Hirst continues later in the insert:
   "The 'Uncle James Shakespeare' occupied the top shelf of a bookcase in our living room in Yellow Springs during my 
youth.  They were much admired by our friends, often used by us with great care.  By the time I was 16 both my father and 
mother had died.  For the next ten years I worked, studied and grew up in many places.  My books followed me about but 
many were lost.  The 'Uncle James Shakespeare' I did not see again until we settled at 11 Tahanto Street, Concord, New 
Hampshire, in 1925.  How they got there is still a mystery.".

In one of the oldest houses in the city of Tiffin, 420 W. Market Street, there lives today the daughter (Emily) of the first 
resident of that city - Erastus Bowe.  It is not hte original home of Tiffins First settler, but it was his home during the later 
years of his life.
Bowe was not the founder of Tiffin.  That honor belongs to Josiah Hedges.  Tiffin is about to celebrate the one hundredth 
anniversary of its establishment and Hedges will of course, be duly honored.  Frank dildine, who is the local Historian of 
Tiffin and Seneca County, calls for suitable honors also to Bowe, and suggests that a monument be placed at this time in one 
of the parks.
The only monument to him now is the one that his family erected at his grave in the city cemetery, and which merely records 
that he died December 26, 1863 and that he was then aged 79 years, 4 months and 27 days.
Mr. Dildine has ascertained that Bowe was born in Rutland county, Vermont, and that when he was 25 year old came to 
Delaware County, Ohio.  There he became known as a successful hunter and trapper.
In this capacity he had explored northwest Ohio, so that when the war of 1812 broke out he was a very desirable soldier and 
joined Norton's Rangers.  He helped build Fort Stephenson at Fremont, and was probably surrenederd by that commander with 
the rest of his forces to the British.
After the war he returned to Delaware, but seems to have taken with him the notion that the present site of Tiffin offered 
exceptionally good opportunities for settlement.  Soon afterwards, with four other men named William Murphy, Paul D. and 
Thomas Butler and Lyman Mann, he went to old Fort Ball and located on the river opposite the site of Tiffin.
It was through Paul Butler that Bowe secured a tract of land on which he built his cabin and tavern on the Tiffin site, though 
it's exact location cannot be definitely established now.

The vernerable Erastus Bowe died at his residence near this city on Saturday evening last.  Mr. Bowe was born in Rutland 
County, Vermont, and the history of Seneca County informas us that he passed through this county, in Hull's command, in 
1812.  He was in Norton's company at the building of Fort Stephenson, now a protion of the town of Fremont.  He was one of 
those daring men who scoured the Indian country and protected the whites from their savage cruelties.  One the 18th of 
November, 1817, Mr. Bowe locatd in Fort Ball, and here he opened the first tavern in the county.  Forty-six years ago Mr. 
Bowe came to this county, and for several months he was the only settler within its limits.  The wilderness in his time had 
grown into a rich and populous county, within site of where once stood only his own rude pioneer cabin stands now a 
flourishing city with splendid business blocks, colleges and public schools, fine public building of all kinds, with an 
enterprising and prosperous population.  Mr. Bowe was highly respected by his fellow citizens, and reached a good old age.  
He was a member of the Masonic Fraternity prior to his removal to Seneca County and was buried with the honors of that 
ancient and honored order on Tuesday last.

   Erastus Bowe was the first settler in Tiffin and Seneca County, the first to make this city and county his permanent home.
   He began his residence in what is now Tiffin, on November 18, 1817, and for over forty-six years, until his death December 
26, 1863, lived among us.
   Mr. Bowe was born in a little village in Rutland County, Vermont, on July 29, 1784.  As a young man of 25, we find him 
located in Delaware County, Ohio, attracted there by the opportunities which this then far-western country offered.  He came 
to that country in 1809.
   Aside from farm work and assisting in a tavern as clerk, much of his time was given to hunting, the trapping of wild animals 
for their furs, the selling of which made that occupation a profitable one.  It is said of him that "he was one of the best of deer 
hunters and a sure shot."
   When the war of 1812 between Great Britain and the United States began, he entered the American army, being one of that 
notable band called "Norton's Rangers," a company of pioneers ever ready to protect the settlements from the incursions and 
outrages of the Indians, and accompanied the army of General Hull in its campaign against the British and the Indians in 
Northern Ohio.
   At what is now Fremont, he assisted in building Fort Stephenson, so heroically and successfully defended by Major Croghan 
and the soldiers of his command.  It was as a soldier, beofre and after the building of the military stockade, Camp Ball, here 
that he first saw what is now Tiffin.  This was in 1812 and 1813.
   There was no city, town, village or hamlet then in this county of Seneca - only this military stockade standing along the 
banks of the Sandusky River here and also one at what is now Fort Seneca.  No legalized white settlement had been made on 
the shore of Lake Erie, and for many miles south of it and west of the Cuyahoga River.
   The tide of civilization had but lately crossed the Ohio.  Trading posts had been established and settlements began at 
Cincinnati and about Fort Washington, but Dayton and Chillicothe were thriving villages.  A beginning had been made at 
Columbus, but it was not yet the capital of the state.  At Zanesville a settlement had been begun.
   At Marietta, there was a vigorous colony of New England men who were the first to make a solid foothold in the great 
Northwest territory.  The Western Reserve was marked out and in the hands of the Connecticut Land Company, eastard from 
Cleveland, but from the Cuyahoga westward the Indians still held dominant sway.
   The whole northwest quarter of the state was Indian territory and tribes of the Red Men, confederated by the genius of 
Tecumseh, the notable Indian chief, were banded with the Indian nations further west to resist the ever-increasing efforts of 
the white man in the secruement of the control of the Indians' God-given lands, their home and hunting grounds for centuries.
   The first were only isolated outpostsin the midst of hostile territory, built to protect communications of the government army 
with the more distant posts at Chicago, Fort Wayne, and Detroit.
   Such was Camp Ball, and such were Fort Ball and Tiffin and Seneca County where Erastus Bowe first passed along this 
way.

The following is quoted from "Diary & Letters of Rutherford B. Hayes"

"Uncle Birchard settled at Fort Ball, now Tiffin, on west side of the river, in April, 1827.  In 1827 (December) he moved down 
to Lower Sandusky, now Fremont; forty-four years ago next December.  He first visited lower Sandusky with Benjamin 
Powers to return a buggy belonging to Sloan of Sandusky, borrowed by my mother on her return from Vermont in 1824.  With 
a jug of brandy the young men, Powers and Birchard, left Delaware on a trip to Niagara Falls or somewhere else!  They passed 
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through the country of the the Wyandots and Senecas, everywhere made welcome by their brandy.  They reached the tavern 
built of logs near the river bank at Fort Ball, kept by Erastus Bowe, Here, Bowe, who was an acquaintance from Delaware, 
got in the Delaware people settled there and invited them to drink new whiskey.  But the brandy of the young men was 
produced and a high time followed.  The next day they started for Lower Sandusky down the river bank by Fort Seneca.  A few 
miles on their road they met on horseback an acquaintance named Cresey - a blacksmith.  He shouted and greeted them 
uproariously.  Soon they began on the brandy.  Cresey would bid good-bye and start on but would soon return to tell some new 
story or ask a question, and of course partake again of the brandy.".

In one of the oldest houses in the city of Tiffin, 420 West Market street, there lives today the daughter (Emily) of the first 
resident of that city - Erastus Bowe.  It is not the original home of Tiffin's first settler, but it was his home during the later 
years of his life.
Bowe was not the founder of Tiffin.  That honor belongs to Josiah Hedges.  Tiffin is about to celebrate the one hundredth 
anniversary of its establishment and Hedges will, of course, be duly honored.  Frank Dildine, who is the local historian of 
Tiffin and Seneca county, calls for suitable honors also to Bowe, and suggests that a monument be placed at this time in one 
of the parks.
The only monument to him now is the one that his family erected at his grave in the city cemetery, and which merely records 
that he died December 26, 1863, and that he was then aged 79 years, 4 months and 27 days.
Mr. Dildine has ascertained that Bowe was born in Rutland county, Vermont, and that when he was 25 years old came to 
Delaware County, Ohio.  There he became known as a successful hunter and trapper. 
In this capacity he has explored northwest Ohio, so that when the war of 1812 broke out he was a very desirable soldier and 
joined Norton's Rangers.  He helped build Fort Stephenson at Fremont, and was with Hull at Detroit, and was probably 
surrendered by that commander with the rest of his forces to the British.
After the war he returned to Delaware, but seems to have taken with him the notion that the present site of Tiffin offered 
exceptionally good opportunities for settlement.  Soon afterwards, with four other men, named William Murphy, Paul D. and 
Thomas Butler and Lyman Mann, he went to old Fort Ball and located on the river opposite the site of Tiffin.
It was through Paul Butler that Bowe secured a tract of land on which he built his cabin and tavern on the Tiffin site, though 
it's exact location cannot be definately established now.

   The war of 1812-1813 over, he returned to Delaware County, but in the years following he came here on a hunting 
expedition.  Hence, when in 1817, he decided to make this locality his home, he knew very well the sort of place he was 
coming to - foresaw, probably the Tiffin of the future, the Tiffin he lived to see two score of years afterwards.
   On September 29, 1817, the treaty of the United States with the Wyandot, Seneca, Delaware and other tribes of Indians was 
made.  By it these tribes relinquished to the United States their titles to all their lands in Ohio, receiving from the government 
certain reservations.
   Then this ceded territory, much of which was in what is now Seneca county and Tiffin, was open to the white settlers.  Bow 
was the first to come here to make it his permanent home.
   With him came another young man from Delaware County, Paul D. Butler, whose parental home had been in Massachusetts 
- both coming with a view of making land purchases and locating homes here - and the latter's son, Thomas Butler, and two 
other men, William Murphy and Lyman Mann, also of Delaware.
   This it would appear was during the year 1817 and somehow and somewhy local historians have fixed the date as November 
17th.  My reading of events would lead me to fix and earlier date probably some time in September.  These first comers here 
came overland through the forests, for all of them were good hunters.
   Murphy and Mann were wanderers.  They only remained here for a time.  The two Butlers became settlers, temporarily, at 
least, the elder Butler being a man of considerable business ability and some financial means apparently.
   Previously, by the provisions of the treaty of the government with the Indians, Robert Armstrong, a white man, who years 
before as a child had been taken captive by the Wyandots and married an Indian woman, was given a tract of land of 640 acres 
on the Fort Ball side of the river, around and in the vicinity of the military stockade, Camp Ball.
   By an agreement made between Mr. Armstrong and Paul D. Butler, the former transferred to the latter one-half of this 
section to lay out in town lots, build a saw mill, and make other improvements.  A detailed account of these facts and their 
outcome is too lengthy to be given here.  The only connection they have with my present story is that it was through Butler 
that Erastus Bowe secured the land until which to build his log cabin tavern.
   Butler had in view the making of a white man's settlement here, a village, a town, and a necessary part of it must needs be a 
tavern, especially so for the prospective land purchasers coming to this locality and the travelers passing along the old army 
road, then, besides the Sandusky River, the favored route of travel.
   In my mind's eye, looking back through the years of a century, I can see that pioneer structure, the first cabin house to be 
erected in Tiffin and in Seneca county, abuilding.  Mr. Bowe had as his assistants, hired men.  The trees in the forest near by, 
were cut down and hewed into logs suitable for the structure,  Then came their laying log on log, mortared together to keep 
out the cold and the rain, then the construction of the roof and the interior arrangements, and the furnishings.
   And then - but I'll not go further into details.  Somewhere, in some pioneer history, you have read of the method of the 
building of these old log cabin homes.  Bowe's tavern was built in much the same way.
   My grandfather, who came to this city and county in 1824 to make the county his home, once gave me a word picture of 
Bowe's tavern, but, aside from a few general features, his description has passed from my memory.  It was primitive in its type 
and its construction, but it was substantially built and comfortable, one of the better class of log cabin buildings of those early 
pioneer times.  It was a double dwelling, a one-and-one-half story structure, designed to be used as a home and a tavern.
   The exact location of this Bowe tavern has been variously given by the writers of historical events, the published local 
histories being of no aid whatever in determining its location.  The best authority I have been able to consult is Frank E. M. 
Baldwin, a grandson of Josiah Hedges, the founder of Tiffin.
   Mr. Baldwin, who had heard his mother at various times speak about the Bowe tavern, locates it on the north side of the 
Sandusky river and east of Washington street, probably 200 or 300 feet from the river and also that distance from Washington 
street, near to the east end of the lot on which stands the present residence known as No. 26 North Washington street, which 
would be about one city block distance from the old military garrison, Fort Ball.
   For a time after its erection, with the exception of the block house in the military stockade, it was the only house in this wide 
region of country.  Standing near the river's bank, with the army road between, it looking out to the south, across the waters of 
the Sandusky, on a wide expanse of forest, a wilderness then, now the business center of Tiffin.  To the north was wooded 
lands and around in them, not far distant, were the homes of the Indians, who also had villages along the banks up and down 
the Sandusky river.
   Such described in brief and in a general sort of way, was the Fort Ball and Tiffin in 1817, now over one hundred years ago - 
just one dewlling house within the present boundary limits of the city and the present boundary limits of the county.
   The death of Erastus Bowe, the builder of this pioneer tavern, as has been stated, occurred in 1863.  He saw Seneca's county 
seat grow from a military garrison to a hamlet, village, town and city - from a resident population of less than half a dozen, to 
a city of 4500 in 1863, thrice increased since then.
   I have given a printed picture of this Tiffin's first pioneer, I wish I could give a printed picture - other than in words - of his 
first home in this city, the log cabin tavern he built.  Such a picture was never taken.  The camera artist did not ply his mission 
as assiduously in the days of long ago as he does now.
   There is a painting of this historic tavern in evidence, the work of the late Captain Edward Lepper.  He painted it from a 
sketch made many years ago by an artist named Steele, made from descriptions given him by the earliest pioneers.
   It may or may not be a true likeness of that historic building.  It is probably not.
   I imagine that Bowe tavern was a log building of somewhat near the best type of those years.
   It must have been so to be a tavern - a house for the entertainment of the traveler, and the social functions that were held in 
it.

The funeral will take place from the house on West Market street, 
to-morrow, at 2 P. M., the services being conducted by Rev. Dr. Bigger, assisted by Rev. J. H. W. Blake.
    71. Letter from James E. Bowe (Steamship Crescent City, Carribbean Sea) to Erastus Guilford Bowe, 10 Apr 1850; held by 
William Guilford Pomeroy, Jr. (Syracuse, New York). Dear Brother;
   As I have a chance to send you a letter back by this boat, I will give you a brief history of our voyage, I will give you the 
particulars when I arrive at Panama.  We sailed from New York on the "Crescent City" the first day of April at 3, o'clock, 
A.M. with about 480 passengers aboard, of that number, 14 were females, (by the way the greatest number that ever went to 
California at one time.)  The balence males, all bound for the Elderado of the West.  For an hours previous to our sailing, the 
pier and also the battery, were crowded with anxious spectators assembled to witness our departure, among which were 
Fathers and Mothers Brothers and Sisters weeping over the departure of their relatives, others drawn there by mere curiosity, 
were more cheerful, sending up many a long and loved cheer for the success of those departing, The scene was grand but 
solenm, the tearful mothers and the broken hearted wives were there weeping over the departure of sons and husbands, giving 
the scene more the appearance of a burial ceremony then anything else, which brought feelings to the most hardened heart that 
can be felt but not described.  The hours of three having arrived, the bell tolled, and the parting salute was fierce, at which time 
the air fairly rung with the shouts of those on the pier, and battery which was answered by those on board.  This having died 
away, the pitiful moaning of the affectionate female heart broke faintly upon our ears as we pushed off into the mighty deep, 
and was only shut out by the dashing of the blue waves that rolled between us and the mourning.  At this time could be seen 
floating in the air thousands of white hankerchiefs waved by the hands of the fair ones that decked the shore for some distance 
each way.  There was more manifested on our departure than I expected to see.  There were at least four or five thousend 
persons present, consisting of men women and children and all appeared to be excited to the highest point.  We were all well 
and in good spirits at the time of our departure and little|did we think of experiencing what we nearly all of us subsequently 
passed through.  We got out of the narrows into the broad Atlantic about sunset, opposed in that distance, by a moderate head 
wind, I went to bed at 9, and after a tolerable nights sleep, arose some what sick, it is impossible for a person unaccustomed to 
the sea, to sleep sound, on account of the motion of the ship, and the racket of the machinery, one may occasionally wake up in 
the night, in waking, it is not at all surprising, to find himself standing erect on his head, an attitude not at all desirable to those 
that are at all times in favor of being right, and up with care, or you may find yourself standing erect in your bunk, a position 
not desirable after retiring.  Tuesday morning April 2, I arose at sunrise, and found myself out of sight of land surrounded by 
the blue waves that dashed by as we proceeded on our course.  A little after sunrise, we saw whales in all directions 
wallowing, and sporting, in the briney waters with impunity, spouting to the hight of from 10 to 20 feet, some came within 8 
or 10 rods of the ship.  We also, before noon, saw multitudes of porpoises, they came so close, that some of the passengers 
shot at them but with no effect.
Towards night, we entered the gulf stream, which is about 13 miles wide, it is a strong current running from south west, to 
north east, creating a dashing that would rile the stomach of a Rhinoseros, at least it riled up my stomach, at the same time, 
making no pretentions to Rhinoseros strenth, about dark, could be seen men, heaving in all directions, and I will venture to 
say, that you nor no one else ever saw such another set of sorry looking faces as was next morning on board of the "Crescent 
City,"  The sea is so rough, that I must close portcullis, I was sick enought for 2 or 3 days but I am now as well as ever.  We 
expect to arrive at "Chagrese" Friday noon, we will probably have to remain at the "Isthimus" a few days.  We take the "New 
Orleans" on the other side, we have all been sick more or less, Brown and Warner they have stood it well, we have had very 
good fare on board, eatables splendid, I did not eat anything, for three or four days.
   After we started, the weather was very rought for five days, but since we have good weather with fair winds, I seen a great 
many splendid things since I left.  I shall give you the particulars, after our arrival at the Isthimus.
   It is warmer weather now here, than I ever saw in Ohio, we expect to find it warm at the Isthimus.  Tell all the folks that I am 
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well pleased so far with the trip, and believe that I will come back weighing 200.  Give my love to all of the family, and 
respects to all enquiring friends, the Gals in particular.
   Write before long, do not direct to my address, but to Sacramento City.  A young child about 18 mounth old died on board 
last Sunday and a young man broke his arm, falling down stairs, he was bound for California.
   I have written this on a rough sea, so please excuse this scrall.

    72. Letter from James E. Bowe (Panama New Grenada) to Erastus Guilford Bowe, 20 Apr 1850; held by William Guilford 
Pomeroy, Jr. (Syracuse, New York). Dear Brother,
   I am happy in being able to communicate the fact, that I am safe and sound at Panama injoying better health than I have for a 
year.  Our trip from New York to Chagrese was rather longer then common but it was Pleasant to me after my sea sickness 
was over which lasted but three or four days.  We made the trip from New York to Chagrese in about 11 days, starting from 
New York, April 1st, at 3o'clock, and arriving at Chagrese the morning of the 12th. about daylight, we were taken ashore from 
the Anchorage, on the small steamer "Oris", landing us ashore at 2 P.M. we were landed on what is called the American side, 
it being the South West side of the river, where are situateed 4 or 5 frame houses, occupied by Americans, the most of them as 
hotels, we here engageed our canoes for our passage up the river, paying ten dollars a piece; There were seven in our canoe, 
four men from Massachusetts, Brown, Truckey and myself, and I will venture to say, there never was a more jovial crew 
passed up the Chagrese.
   After we engaged our boat, we loaded in our baggage and went across the river to the town of Chagrese, commonly called 
the Spanish side.  Here we paid our passage and took a receipt signed by the Alcalde.  The reason of taking this receipt is, that 
the natives feel themselves bound to fullfill all contracts signed by the Alcalde, who would punish them if they did not.
   After we got the financial matters arranged, we had to wait an hour or two for the natives to lay in their provisions for the 
trip, While they were doing this, I took a walk round the city which is situated on a low marshy place intirely surrounded by a 
high hill: the low place on which the city stands contains probably 8 or 10 acres, the town itself not more than two at the 
farthest.  The town contains about 200 huts, which are built by putting up four forks, about 12 feet apart one way and 16 the 
other, these forks are about 10 feet high, and onto these forks are nailed two cross pieces, one at the bottom, and the other at 
the top.  After this is done, they take cane and cut it off the same length of the upright forks, and nail them on to the cross 
pieces, they are nailed on probably an inch apart so as to air it.  They then take Bambos and put it on as a roof, giving the 
whole more the appearance of a hay-stack than any thing else that I can at present think of.  There are neither fire place, stool 
or bed in these huts, they cook, eat, and sleep on Terrafirma, their favorite living is rice and coffee.  The natives resemble the 
African very much in color, but they are rather more slender and more spare faced.  They speak the Spanish language, and 
there are but few that can speak English at all.  The most of them go naked as they were the moment they were born, those 
that wear clothing, were that of coolest kind.  The women wear a shirt flounced, with a loose shoulder covering generally of a 
different color from the shirt.  the apparel of both sexes is mostly white, which when it comes in contact with their dirt floors 
as it necessarilly must, as they have no floors, gives their dress a color that I need not describe.  They are all very indolent, and 
lazy, living from hand to mouth, never having the second meal ahead, The streets are about 14 feet wide and the houses are 
generally about ten feet apart.  But enought for Chagrese.
   I will start up the river at a little before sunset, we got our boatmen together, consisting of three natives, two to a paddle, and 
one to steer, and we started up the river passing every conoe we came to, and that was no small number, I assure you.  The 
river was litteraly covered with boats.  We arrived at Gatoon about 10 o'clock, which is a Rancho or Spanish town about 10 
miles from Chagrese.  The scenery up the river is magnificent in the extreme, it is from 8 to 16 rods wide, and the evergreens 
foliage extends quite to the waters edge giving the river the most splendid appearance imaginable, it is really a second 
paradise,.  The banks are covered with bamboo, coconut, orange trees, palm trees and a multitude of other that I cannot name.  
Not having seen a tree as shrub that is genial to our climate since I have been on the Isthmus.
   We made our beds in the open boat at Gatoon, and laid down to rest with nothing but the canopy of heaven for a covering, 
that is after taking supper with one of the natives, we had coffee and seabread and malasses all on a table made of a box about 
one foot high on which was placed a bottle with a candle on it.  You may think that, that rude meal did not relish, but if you 
do, all I have to say is, you have never seen the "Elephant"  In the morning I arose fresh and vigorous, having had a good 
nights rest, - Got our boatmen out of their gambling holes about 4, but with great difficulty, they having gambled all night.  
We got our grub and water to drink which went very hard at first, but I have got so accustomed to it now I like it very well.  
There is not what you may call a real spring from Chagrese to Panama.  The natives use the river water for all purposes, for 
the simple reason that there is none other to use.  Our water here in Panama is almost milk warm, and that temperature for 
water here is no doubt better for the inhabitance than ice water, whould be, on account of the extreme hot weahter.  The sun is 
now directly over our heads, making the weather very warm, but I believe that I have seen as hot days in the States, as we have 
here, that is taking particular days in harvest.
   At 12 we got to the half way ranch and took dinner again, with the natives it consisted of coffee and crackers.  At 2 we 
passed hundreds of wheelbarrows, carts, wagons, and a great many kegs of spikes, lying on the shore designed for the 
construction of the Panama rail road.  At sun set we arrived at a small rancho and put in for the night.  Slept again in the open 
canoe.  Started next morning, which was Sunday, the 14th, about sun up, and arrived at Gargona at three, having seen Indian 
corn in silk, and ripe watermellons all along the shore.  At Gargona, we pitched our tent out back of town an dlaid over one 
day, which brought us to Tuesday.  Gargona is a town of huts consisting probably of 300 similar to those in Chagrese.  There 
is one good Hotel here, which is kept by an American.  He has a good frame house with a floor in it.  Tuesday morning we 
procured mules, to carry our baggage, we got two for twenty four dollars, carried the baggage of nine, We started about 8, and 
to the half way house, which is 12 miles at a little before dark.  We pitched our tent, and laid down, that is, all but the watch.  I 
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was on watch, till 12 and I could hear the panthers screaming in all directions, some came pretty close to the tent.  The next 
morning which was Wednesday, we got through to Panama about four o'clock, having passed over a road that I never wish to 
walk again, though I stood it first rate.  It is over mountains and through gullies, and most all the way through one of the 
thickest forests in the world, and it really looks as though it was the last place that the old gentlemen above made consequently 
he took but little pains with it.  There were several women crossed the same time we did, and the sight was realy amusing.  
They were dressed with pants, sack coat and hat and to cap the climax they rode straddle, but they stood it well.  After our 
arrival here we procured a room for our whole company paying $1.50 a day.  We board at the restaurants at from 50 cents to a 
dollar a day.  I got into a job the very next day after I arrived here, which will more than pay my expences while here.  We 
will probably have to remain here from a month to six weeks, as it is reported that the New Orleans was injured in a storm 
when she was four days out, and had to put into St. Thomas to repair.
   This is a mere report and one probablly got up by the agent here for speculation I do not believe it, if it is not true we will 
get off in less then a month, there are a great many selling their tickets and going on sail vessels.  All of our company but 
Brown, Truckey, Ogden, Ogle, Gillick Ebbert and myself have sold their tickets or rather exchanged them for tickets for 
passage on a sail vessel which goes out next Monday.  Her Capt. says she will go up in 40 days but she will not do it, she will 
be more like from 60 to 80 in making the passage as 40 days is the shortest trip that has been made by the fastest sailors and 
the one that they are going is not noted for fast sailing.  I believe we are taking the wise plan in waiting for the steamer, as the 
place is now very healthy probably as healthy as any place in the States.  If we get off in a month from now we will beat the 
other boys to San Francesco as we will make the trip in a steamer in from 18 to 20 days and that is as long as I wish to be on 
the water at one time.  I have got the job of setting up the Panama Star" which will probably take half my time and for that I 
will realize about eight dollars a week.  The rest of the boys will probably get into work next week, enought at any rate to keep 
them out of expence, I am sorry that our party has got split up, but it can't be helped.  I cannot go on a sail vessel without I am 
compelled to, but the other boys got impatient and engaged their passage on the "Bark Clarissa".  The health of all  of the 
croud is good and mine is especial so, I have actually fatted up since leaving home I don't feel like the same person and I know 
I don't look like my self, and in fact I hardly believe I am myself any more.  The Town of Panama is different from what I 
expected to find it, It contains about 8000 inhabitants, and there are about 800 Americans California bound, waiting a passage.  
It is a stone city surrounded with a stone wall.  Nearly half of the houses are very old and dilapidated, some tumbling down 
and some so dilapidated that they cannot be occupied.  On nearly every square there is a Catholic Church or some Catholic 
institution, though not many of them are occupied.  The city is one of the most filthy places in the world, There is not a privy 
in the place and when a mule died in the street, they pay no attention to it, but it rot, in the street, regardless of the stench.  The 
rainy season will commence here in 3 or 4 weeks, it will then be cooler and the air will be more agreeable than it is now.  I 
feel erfectly safe in staying here, so far as sickness is concerned.  We had good luck all the way through, we could not of had a 
better time for crossing the Isthmus, we had but one shower while crossing and that was while coming up the Chagrese.
   I have seen a great many things since I left home which I have forgotten and could I call them to mind, I have no room to 
relate them.  I want you to tell all the folks that I can stand more hardship than I ever thought I could myself.  I walked the 
Isthmus with perfect ease and was for the first time in my life, M.D. (mule Driver) I shall write again before I leave.  I will 
then give you the notes from my journal, as I have no time to do it now.  The Mail for the U. States closes at four tonight, and 
it does not go again for two weeks.  Write as soon as you receive this direct to Sacramento City.  Give my respects to all 
enquiring friends and tell them I will see them again sometime.

    73. Letter from James Edgar Bowe (Sacramento City, California) to Erastus Guilford Bowe, 4 Jul 1850; held by William 
Guilford Pomeroy, Jr. (Syracuse, New York). Dear Brother;
   As my last letter to you was rather superficial I will now, as I have a little leasure, give you a short history of our voyage 
from Panama to this place.  As I stated in my last to you, I sold my ticket on the Steamer and engaged a passage on the Bark 
"Clarissa" which was to sail on the 23ed. of April but in consequence of some misunderstanding we did not get off until the 
afternoon of the 24th.  We however took our traps on board the 23ed. expecting to sail in the afternoon, but when we got on, 
we were informed that we were not to sail until the next day, and that we whould have to go ashore again and remain over 
night, or stay and starve as the cook has not as yet come on board, and as we had not then learned how to do without eating, 
we of course chose the former alternative.  We got on board about 10 A.M. and started again for shore in our boat, about 11, 
the distance to the shore from the ship being about one mile, and at the time of day the tide was going out with a pretty strong 
breeze.  With the tide and wind both beating against us we were driven off to the North West of town, some 2 or 3 miles and 
were compeled to lie there in the burning sun until dark, without a drop of water, or anything else to cool our parched tongues, 
or to satisfy our gnawing appetites.  About dark the wind fell and the tide set in, our natives then began to pile their oars, and 
at 8 in the evening we found ourselfs 10 or 15 rods from shore and aground; So we had to draw our boots and wade out.  We 
then went to one of the Restaurants and the way we made the eatables suffer was a caution to dead mules and buzzards.  Thus 
ended the scenes of the day that will be remembered by your humble servent.  On the morning of the 24th all hands went 
aboard and at 4 in the afternoon, all things being in readiness, we weighed anchor, hoisted sail and were soon out of sight of 
Panama one of the most filthy and detestible places that ever the sun deigned to shine upon, it was this consideration, 
combined with the near approach of the rainy season that induced me to take passage on a sail boat, but I regretted my course 
an hundred times before I reached San Francisco, and if I had to do it over again I would be at Panama and not before I would 
take passage on a sailing craft for San Francisco under any consideration, and if I have any friends in the States that talk of 
comming to California I conjure them by all that is wholesome and sacred, never under any circumstances to take a sailor on 
this side of the Isthmus, unless they are particularly anxious to see the "Elephant" in all it's horrid deformities.  As I said we 
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were soon out of sight of Panama, from that moment we can date the commencment of our hardships, as up to this time the trip 
to me was but of pleasure.  Just before sundown, our names were called, and we were ordered below, into the hole or "hell" to 
choose our berths, this is commonly called the steerage, and is some 50 or 60 feet long, about 20 wide and 5 high, with but one 
enterance, which was about 6 feet square, situated in the center, this being the only place of ventilation in the whole ship.  Our 
berths were of a mere temporary character gotten up in the roughest style, without either featherbed blanket, or even a very 
soft board.  We had to furnish our own bedding which consisted of blankets that we had purchased in New York; I have no 
doubt if I were now allowed to lie on a featherbed, as I once did, that it would not only have a very deleterious affect upon my 
constitution but would render me extremly uncomfortable, and I doubt not, should I ever again return to the States, that I 
might be found sleeping preference in some barn, or on the top of some board pile.  Just before dark the readiness of our grup 
was announced, by the cook, and great Jehovah, what a grup it was, there was handed out to 80 men, 5 pans of rotten beef and 
rusty pork (such as a hog in the States would turn away from with supreme disgust) with the addition of musty sea crackers, 
infested with bugs and skippers, and black tea of the most inferior quality which was about equal to tea made of musty hay in 
the States, this constituted our meal of which I partook very sparingly.  This was eaten out of dishes provided by ourselves 
without being favored with either, a table or stool aside from the bulwarks of the ship.
   The spectacle presented at supper was really a ludecrous one, it resembled the calling of so many hogs up to the trough more 
than it did the feeding of rational white men, the supper being over we retired to our bunks In the hole and I must say that, that 
night was the most disagreeable one that I ever put over my head, the heat was nearly unsufferable, and besides this, there was 
a stench perioding the whole steerage that was enought to stifle the mob.  The breath of 80 men stowed away in so small a 
compass, with but one small air hole rendered our situation still more uncomfortable and all these discomforts together 
rendered our condition anything but enviable, I assure you.  During the first five days of our voyage, termoil and discord 
reigned triumphant.  We were promised plenty of good wholesome food, both by the Capt. and also the American Consul, to 
whome the ship was consigned, and whose duty it was to provision her well.  Little did we think, that the American Consul 
appointed espically to protect and shield American Citizens from impositions, would be engaged in the practices he evidently 
was engaged in speculationg off of the necesities of those he was bound by his oath and office to protect.  The ship was poorly 
furnished with provisions, having none on board that was wholesome and having none of the accomodations whatever that 
were promised us before going aboard; but after we were under sail, were fairly caught in the trap and our only alternative was 
to grin and bare it.  During the first week I suppose that I did not eat the value of one pound of bread, and no meat what ever, 
by that time I was so reduced in strength that I could not stand longer than five minutes at a time, on the sixth day of our 
voyage, they brought some seabread that was a little more palatable, upon which I feasted suptuously, it was full of small 
bugs, termed by seamen as sea weevils, but it was not musty as our first few barrels were.  I have by this time affectually 
starved myself down to the hard living and now think nothing of it, I got so before, I arrived at San Francisco, that I could 
walk into the "jerked mule" and musty crackers with an about as good a relish as I used to sit down to a turkey roast in the 
States.  I can not truthfully say that I have seen the "Elephant" all over both fore and aft, larboard and starboard.  We had not 
been out but a few days before we found out that our supply of water was short and what we had was of the filthiest kind taken 
in at Tabaga Island off Panama, worse by five hundred percent then the swamp water in Seneca County.  It raised so much 
excitment among the passengers that we by common consent turned our course and stood in for Point Marlow a watering place 
on the coast of Panama Bay.  We soon hove in sight of land but our Capt. could not find the landing, we beat about for nearly 
a day, trying to effect our design, but finding that we could not accomplish it, we again turned our course, and stood off for 
Cocos Island which we reached on the 7th of May, but our Capt. told us when we started for it that we would be there in 24 
hours, but it turned out to be nearly 24 days, this being about as near as he ever came to the truth in any case.  Cocos Island is 
situated about Lat. 5 North, and Long. 86 West, and is from four to 6 miles in diameter.  The shores are very bald, rising to the 
hight of from four to eight hundred feet above the level of the sea and is covered to the brink of the water with evergreen 
shrubery of the most picturesque character, presenting one of the most romantic scenes that the eye of man ever gazed upon 
Mrs. Lonely Island her choicest beauties.  This Island was discovered by Capt. Cook, 55 years ago, and was named by him 
Cocoes, probably because it is princepally covered with cocoa trees, he named the harbor Chatam, after one of his ships; one 
of the rocks on the shore bears his name, the name of his ships and the year of it's discovery.  I went ashore while they were 
taking in 18 casks of water and there I took one of the most pleasant baths that I ever took it was under a jet of water falling 
perpendicular 30 or 40 feet.  It rains at this Isalnd nearly the whole year round, making it a resort for all ships crossing in this 
district to take in fresh supplies of water.  We remained here one day and two nights, and our stay was a pleasant one to me, 
notwithstanding the drenching I got, while remaining at this Isalnd we caught some fish, which to us was a rarity, I assure 
you, we could sit upon the side of the ship and view miriods of fish of all kinds from huge sharks to the smallest anamalcules, 
sporting below us in frolicksome glee.  The water was so clear that we could see the bottom (which was coral) at the depth of 
nine fattoms, the sight presented below us was almost equal to the scenery that surrounded us.  In the Lattude of 3 or 4 and 
even up to 6 the weather is so appressively warm so much so that during a calm day it is with deficulty that we can get our 
breath it appeared that what little air was stiring done us but little good.  On the 9th of May after taking in our water we 
hoisted anchor and made our course to the Southered, until we got down to lat. 4 we then sailed Westward, Eastward, 
Northward, Southerd and in fact all points of the compass except the right one through one of the hottest climate this side of 
the infernal regions.  The reason we sailed so far South, was the expedation of the trade winds, which the Capt. said would 
take us direct to San Francisco, but instead of this, we were opposed by head winds and calms.  The whole distance prooving 
to us that it was a mere experiment of his, and farther than that he prooved by his conduct towards us to be a man of no 
principle whatever, and sorry am I to say that he bears the appellation of the noble Capt. Lawrance, whose name is inscribbed 
upon the Escutcheons of our country but then again it is a consolation to know that Noble Commander was no connection of 
his.
   The weather remained very hot until we got to Lat. 15 and Long. 155, and then it grew cold; the wind up to this time 
comming from all points of the compass, about the first of June we got a strong wind that sprang up from the North East, and 
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continued to blow with out cessation for twenty hours and during that time I suffered more from cold than I ever did in the 
same length of time, take the coldest weather I experienced in Ohio, I cannot say that the weather was severe, but the wind 
was of that nature that it chilled us through and through, notwithstanding we were clothed in the warmest woolens, my thick 
overcoat came in good play, though I would have sold it on the Isthmus for a mere song, but it was very fortunate for me that I 
could not find a purchaser.  About the 21st of the June the wind changed from the North east to the North west where it 
remained until we brought it to land just above Monteray bay, some 50 or 60 miles below San Francisco.  Our Capt. lost his 
chronometer time a few days after leaving Cocos Island, and after that we could not get our correct Longitude, hence our 
mistake in not making San Francisco bay.  We had some deficulty in beating up the coast, being opposed by head wind and a 
strong current, but we effected it after 3 or 4 days beating and tacking about, the fog being so dense some of the time that we 
could not see 5 rods from the ship.  We entered the harbor about 12 o'clock the 30th. of June, (sunday) and anchored off San 
Francisco at 3 P.M. making our passages 67 days from Panama, 67 of the most disagreeable days I ever experienced or ever 
wish to.  We were detained on the ship until Monday evening through the meanness of the Capt. he failing to inter the ship at 
the custom house and until that was done, we could not go ashore.  We remained at San Francisco until Tuesday morning we 
started up the Sacramento on the "Steasner".  Jack Hays paying 15 dollars for our passage.  The Sacramento is one of the most 
beautiful rivers I ever saw, It will average about 1/2 miles wide and it's banks are covered as the eye can reach with wild oats 
presenting as beautiful appearance as a ripe oats field in the States.  San Francisco contains about 30 thousand inhabitants and 
is as lively a place as ever I was in.  Gambling is carried on to an alarming extent.  I suppose that I was 20 or 30 bushels of 
gold and silver in two gamblings, the most being silver principally mexican dollars.
   We arrived here yesterday morning and are putting up with Drake of Republic who is doing a good business, he has a small 
provision store and also is a Governor, I believe he is in partnership with some others.  Sacramento City contains 25 thousand 
inhabatants and is the most business place I ever was in, It beats New York or even San Francisco.  There are thousands that 
are going to the mines and thousands coming back.  The reports frome the mines are various, some good and some bad.  We 
are here plenty early for this season, the rivers are up so that the miners cannot as yet operate to a very good advantage.  We 
have all concluded to go up to cole springs for the present and wait for the waters to fall.  We start tomorrow morning, The 
prospects for many is about as good as it was last year, that is if reports are true, though as yet I cannot advise anyone to come 
to California.  We saw Brewster at San Francisco, he is in business there in partnership I believe.  He was burned out root and 
branch a few days ago, I cannot say whether he is making a pile or not.  Dick Sneath is now at this place, working at his trade, 
he says that he makes from 10 to 12 dollars a day.  Chester Johnson is now in town, he came in yesterday to spend the fourth, 
he is working on one of the American forks about 30 miles from here, he starts with us tomorrow.  He looks healther then I 
ever saw him.  Holt and Kelly are at Cole Springs we will probably see them in a day or two.
   Lewis Green died at Cole Springs last April of what desease I am not able to say.  David Watson is also dead.
   Provisions are meddling cheap here now, Flour is selling at about 16 dollars per barrell, Port 30 dollars dried apple 25 cents 
per pound, potatoes 15 cents per pound and other things in proportion.  I will give you my notes of our voyage as soon as I get 
time to copy them.  I have not as yet received any news from you, I wish you to write.

Miss Emily Jane Bowe, daughter of the Founder of Tiffin, died at 5:30 a.m. Tuesday in Mercy hospital after an illness of a 
week and a half.

   Family records giving the important facts of her life have been lost or destroyed, howeve, she is known to have been the last 
surviving member of the family of Eastus Bowe, wh was the fist white settle in Seneca county.  She was born here probably 
between 1840 and 1845 and had lived here all her life with the exception of some time spent in traveling, including two trips to 
Europe.
   Her father came through this section in 1813 after having fought in the war of 1812.  Ath that time he staked out land where 
men in his employ built a double log house for him in 1817, when he bacame the first white settler in Seneca county.  This 
house was built near the intersection of what is now Washington street and Front Parkway.  Here Erastus Bowe kept the first 
atvern in this section and tood a leading part in the development of the territory.
   The house on West Market street where Miss Bowe lived until the time of her death was built by her father, of native 
timber, the heavy timbers of the house being all of black walnut.  Funeral services were held at 2:30 p.m. Friday in the home 
of Mrs. Fred Hauck, 38 Main street.  Interment was made in Greenlawn cemetery.  Mrs. Hauck, Mrs. A.T. Wiley and Earl and 
Warren Bowe, of this city are nieces and nephews of the deceased.

It was used as the Kitchen and had a pantry & storage room next to Franklin St. There 
was a sistern about 8 ft from the Franklin St. wall next to the old house. The room in old house next to kitchen was the dining 
room a winding stairway located in the south west corner went to 2nd floor under this stairway was a storage closet and where 
the Bathroom is now located was a Clothes closet. Next to the entrance of Clothes Closet was a door leading into a small 
bedroom use by my Grandmother when I was a small boy. The Parlor was located in the North west corner of the House.  The 
second floor was divided into three bedrooms. Having a Clothes Closet and Storage Closet over the East Porch. 
When the house was being remodeled I stopped and looked around and found that the laths were hewn from black walnut. The 
flooring was Chestnut and if hard as bone very difficult to drive nails through. The frame work is morticed and held together 
with hard wooden pegs. and with care should stand for another hundred years.

The above statements I never tried to verify but were told me by my Grandmother & Mother
As to the Original arraingement of the house The Lean to or what is now a garge was built some time after the house and 
constructed from locally made bricks. It was used as the Kitchen and had a pantry & storage room next to Franklin St. There

was a sistern about 8 ft from the Franklin St. wall next to the old house. The room in old house next to kitchen was the dining 
room a winding stairway located in the south west corner went to 2nd floor under this stairway was a storage closet and where 
the Bathroom is now located was a Clothes closet. Next to the entrance of Clothes Closet was a door leading into a small 
bedroom use by my Grandmother when I was a small boy. The Parlor was located in the North west corner of the House.  The 
second floor was divided into three bedrooms. Having a Clothes Closet and Storage Closet over the East Porch.
When the house was being remodeled I stopped and looked around and found that the laths were hewn from black walnut. The 
flooring was Chestnut and if hard as bone very difficult to drive nails through. The frame work is morticed and held together 
with hard wooden pegs. and with care should stand for another hundred years.
When I sold the place it was the first time it left our family it having been handed down by wills. I always visit my Mothers 
grave on Decoration Day and will stop and see you on my next visit and tell you anything you wish to know about the place if 
I am able to answer your questions.
